2 Then I will make my covenant between me and you and will greatly 

increase your numbers.” 

3 Abram fell facedown, and God said to him, 4 “As for me, this is my covenant with 

you: You will be the father of many nations. 5 No longer will you be called Abram; 

your name will be Abraham, for I have made you a father of many nations. 6 I will 

make you very fruitful; I will make nations of you, and kings will come from 

you. 7 I will establish my covenant as an everlasting covenant between me and 

you and your descendants after you for the generations to come, to be your 

God and the God of your descendants after you.

15 God also said to Abraham, “As for Sarai your wife, you are no longer to call her 

Sarai; her name will be Sarah. 16 I will bless her and will surely give you a son by

Representing Mt Roskill for 10 terms of parliament, Phil became New Zealand’s youngest 
ever cabinet minister in 1984.  He was Associate Finance Minister, served as the leader of 
the Labour Party, Leader of the Opposition and was also Minister of Education, initiating 
New Zealand’s international education industry.  Phil lives on a small farm with his wife
