They need a minimum of 12
students to get full government sponsorship. They currently only have 7, hence the
prayer call for more students. The teacher is fully trained and really good. These



classes are friendly, very practical and focus on helping students integrate into NZ
society. We (St John’s) gain a little financially as they pay a rental for the hours on site,
but by far the greatest gain is to have the friendly chatter, lots of people learning to
know St Johns and people coming to church.
