450 all the elders of Israel gathered together and came to Samuel at
Ramah. 5 They said to him, “You are old, and your sons do not follow your ways;
now appoint a king to lead® us, such as all the other nations have.”

®But when they said, “Give us a king to lead us,” this displeased Samuel; so he
prayed to the LoRrD. 7 And the LorD told him: “Listen to all that the people are
saying to you; it is not you they have rejected, but they have rejected me as
their king. 8 As they have done from the day | brought them up out of Egypt
until this day, forsaking me and serving other gods, so they are doing to

you. ? Now listen to them; but warn them solemnly and let them know what the
king who will reign over them will claim as his rights.”

10Samuel told all the words of the LoRD to the people who were asking him for a
king. ** He said, “This is what the king who will reign over you will claim as his
rights: He will take your sons and make them serve with his chariots and horses,
and they will run in front of his chariots.

The Anglican Church has arranged for two shipping containers to take building
supplies and equipment to Tonga to help the Anglican churches to be better
prepared to help rebuild after an event like Cyclone Gita. One container will
be positioned at St Pauls Church in Nuku’alofa and the other at All Saints
Church in Fasi. Both will be used to store prepositioned supplies and one of
them will also be fitted out and used as a small joinery and carpentry
workshop to help develop building skills of local communities.
